Juxtaposition of Detective Story and Crime Story

Crime story

· Theme: narration of discovery and solving (detection) of a crime.

· Narration of origin, creation beginning (genesis) of a crime.

· Information of reader: the reader learns about the crime (deed)  first.

· The reader gets to know the criminal before the crime (deed).

· The reader learns about the outcome (result) of the crime before the development (course, progress).

· The reader learns about the development (course, progress) earlier than about the outcome (result).   

· The reader learns about the sequence of events of the crime by its reconstruction.

· The reader becomes an “eyewitness” of the crime.

· Personnel: The central character (protagonist) is the detective. 

· The central character is the criminal.

· Structure: Fixed structure.

· Open structure.
